To whom it concerns:
 

1.We wish to recommend to the Examinations Commission that the current arrangements for Reasonable Accommodation in Certificate Examinations are fair and equitable. These arrangements allow students with special needs and requirements to access the examination system in as full away as possible.
 

2. We further recommend that the annotation on Certificates be removed as this can be construed as highlighting a disability and thus lead to discriminatory practices.
 

3. As is current practice, teachers and school principals are best placed to recognise and make decisions regarding accommodation needs in consultation with students and parents. This should be allowed to continue at least at Junior Certificate level while the involvement of NEPS is welcomed at Leaving Cert level.
